DBA Practical Applications

A pre-conference hands-on session where DBAs will be able to perform the following tasks on their own laptop: 
install Oracle 11; clone a database; add some basic auditing triggers; and produce DBA reports.  DBAs will be able 
to practice some of those tasks that are infrequently used in a production environment: reorganize a 
development tablespace into LMT; move large objects into a compressed tablespace; rebuild log groups on the 
fly; rebuild indexes; etc.  Time permitting we will work with other tasks as suggested by the class.  Since these are 
occasional tasks that a DBA does not use in day to day database maintenance, this is an excellent opportunity to 
practice this work on a test system.  Many of these tasks will reduce the amount of database work required and 
will assist in maintaining your database.
