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Reduced Registration Fee for SETA
Presenters

The Board of Directors knows that without
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The Board realizes this and wants to continue
to recognize the presenter’s commitment of
time and effort to prepare presentations.
Therefore, the Board has decided to provide a
reduction in conference registration fee for all
conference presenters. That reduction will
amount to $50. This is a change from the past
presenter recognition.

In the past presenters were given individual
cash honorariums. However, the Board wanted
to make this change realizing the budget
situation with institutions. By reducing the
registration fee more institutions will be able to
afford to send their staff to SETA conferences.
They will in turn be able to provide vital
information to the rest of the attendees. Some
members have also voiced concerns of the
administrative difficulties of accepting cash
honorariums. Some institutions have a
problem with this.
